Mass-a-thon 2008

This i s the
expensive part of the project which requires permit s, plumbing and professional contractor services. P lease
point your visualization skills toward our landlord s; we are hoping they will be willing to contribute some

capital to such a significant upgrade in their spac e. Realistically, this will probably have to be fu  nded from
member contributions, but imagine what pleasure it will be to have a spacious bathroom rather than tin Y,
merely functional toilet cubicles. Already, groups have asked about renting our Lodge space, sowe hop e
Blake members recognize that we have something rare and precious among esoteric communities.

In additional news, the Lodge now owns a coffee mak er, hot tea maker, refrigerator, and new equipment

such as yoga mats, blocks and blankets. Generous Br  others recently donated a brand new electric stove,

DVD player, and it is rumored that we will receive a donated bookcase soon for the WBL library, which was
recently moved to the Lodge.

Building Fund Update

With dramatic and turbulent changes in the U.S. eco  nomy during the last quarter, the Lodge has beenpa  ying
careful attention to its one investment. We are hap  py to say that the portion of the Building Fund tha t resides
in a money market account has not lost money. The fund is still accruing interest in a very modest 1.4%
range, but our principal remains intact. The total in the William Blake Lodge Building Fund is present ly
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$13,690.40. We have met over 27% of a $50,000.00 go al to buy a building for the Lodge. We are hopingt  he
2009 Winter Luau Party can bring us up to the 33% m  ark of $16,500.00.

Stabilizing our finances continues to be a challenge . Our goal is to have the expenses
of our Lodge, including the utilities and $550 mon thly rent, paid for by the Lodge member-
ship dues, averaging to approximately 27 members. F  or the 4" quarter of 2008, the
Lodge averaged 15 members paying dues a month, oro  nly $375. Additionally, the
Lodge continued to incur necessary expenses for the build-out to improve the space for
our daily operations. To make up the difference,
we used the reserves saved in our general fund.

As our general fund is a finite amount of
money, we encourage lapsed members to
make arrangements to get current on their
dues. Donations are still needed to complete
our remaining build-out. As always, the Lodge
exists for the benefit of its members, and its
operations are funded solely by member con-
tributions.

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Tau Zalmoxis Interviews the New USGL EGC Secretary

ZALMOXIS: When did the transition from Sr. Sulis to yourself take place?

HYPATIA: | was offered the position at the end of N ovember 2008. It was a great honor to have been
recommended. With the holidays and all, we are stil | getting the files transferred, getting me familia r with the
requirements, etc. Like any new job, it takes alit  tle time to get comfortable with the position.

ZALMOXIS: What are some of your duties as EGC Secre tary?

HYPATIA: | keep records on sacraments and ordinatio  ns performed throughout the United States, make sur e
EGC members meet requirements to act as novices or clergy, and assist in helping aspiring novices to f ind a
supervising bishop. Since | am not a bishop myself, as EGC Secretary | do not actually make any polici  es,
although I can certainly influence them. I plan to add more content to the USGL website.

ZALMOXIS: Where do the names "Hypatia" and "Rose of Hades" come from?

HYPATIA: “Hypatia, Rose of Hades” is my baptismaln ~ ame and motto. Hypatia of Alexandria was a historic  al
figure born around 360 e.v. and was a teacher, math  ematician, astronomer and philosopher. She was an

unusual woman for her time: well-educated, refused marriage, and worked at the Library of Alexandria, one
of the wonders of the ancient world. She discourage d mysticism and superstition and instead defended

science against religion. Blamed for religious tur moil, she was murdered by a Coptic Christian mob, w  ho, as
the story goes, flayed the flesh off her bones with abalone shells. | admire Hypatia's courage, knowle  dge,
independence and dedication. Since | also study ast  ronomy, | connect to her scientific side. | wish we knew
more about her.

“Rose of Hades” is my motto taken from a reference to Kundry in Wagner's opera  Parsifal. She represents
redemption through woman and a personification of t he Holy Graal.

ZALMOXIS: In addition to being EGC Secretary, you'v e also become involved in Kaaba. What are you doin g
as part of that program?

HYPATIA: Kaaba Colloquium is the leadership program sponsored by U.S. Grand Lodge. It is for local body

leaders to improve their leadership skills, network , and get tools to deal with challenges in running our
organization on the camp, oasis and lodge level. | am guest presenter for Kaaba. | will be doing two
presentations this May for the  Kaaba held in southern California, one on special events , and the other on

best practices for managing independent temple spac e.
ZALMOXIS: Are there any changes taking place in E ~ GC that we should know about?

HYPATIA: Yes. The biggest change associated with my position is that the certificates given to candida tes
for their baptisms, confirmations and ordinations a re no longer passed through the office of the EGC
Secretary. The EGC Secretary no longer signs certif  icates. Certificates are now printed and signed by the
officiating clergy, and can be given to the candida  te immediately concluding the ceremony. No more
cumbersome mailing documents back and forth. Everyt hing can be printed and processed by a body and
officiating clergy.

Templates for EGC certificates are available from m e or the Document Control Officer. Bodies may also
design and use their own certificates, but only wit h approval from the EGC Secretary.

ZALMOXIS: | know you've only recently taken on the job, but what are some of challenges you've
encountered?

HYPATIA: Getting up and running with the Grand Lodg e system has been time consuming. Since my duties
cover the entire nation, | am also getting more fam iliar with the clergy and members of bodies through out
the United States. Although | consider myself prett  y well-connected within the Order, there are still many
bodies | have not traveled to and | may not have me  t their members. | really enjoy the opportunity to serve
my Sisters and Brothers in this capacity, and | loo k forward to getting to know them better.
